I have 
been inspired by the Masdar project in Abu 
Dhabi and other zero carbon city  
developments around the world including  

China. Several BCSD-UK members are much  
involved in these.  
 

Information technology. I am intrigued with  
developments in IT that will help people use  
and move in urban space more effectively and 
low carbon efficiently.  
 

Low carbon vehicles. Hugo Spowers and his  
RiverSimple hydrogen car development in  
conjunction with Cranfield University is an  
excellent example of the kind of revolutionary 
thinking that is taking place, not only technically 
but in terms of the business model too. 

Propellants. Prof. Tony Marmont and his work  
on manufacturing liquid fuels from carbon  
dioxide and hydrogen via a Fischer-Tropsch (FT) 
reaction is something we have been closely  
involved with. 

Employment opportunities. The BCSD-UK is 
always keen to explore new business and job 
creation opportunities as we move society  
towards a low carbon, sustainable future.
